 Introduction: 

Scripture Questions | Read Mark 12:41-44; Proverbs 3:9-10 

1. What words or phrases stick out in these verses?  
2. What was different about the widow’s offering compared to the rich people? 
3. What truly mattered in this story about giving money? Was it the amount or something else? 
4. Jesus said that she gave everything she had to live on. Was this a risky move? Why did she do it? 

(Hint: she trusted God) 
5. In Proverbs, what are “firstfruits”? How does this translate into having plenty like it says in the 

latter half of the verse? 

Application Questions 

1. What have you learned from the widow’s example?  
2. Is there an area, not just money, that you struggle to trust God with?  
3. The example people follow is typically 10% when it comes to tithing, but the widow shows that 

it is better to give out of a place of trusting Jesus with your heart rather than the amount. Is 
there a way you can start giving now no matter the amount? 

4. Being in high school, you may not be able to give the “firstfruits” of what you make because you 
don’t make anything which is okay! But what are some ways that you could give God your 
fristfruits now? (Ex: Serving, spending time with him each morning, tithing part of your birthday 
money, etc.) 

Next Step 

If you work, then start tithing to God a little bit from your paycheck each time you receive one. 
Remember, this is done out of a place of trusting and worshipping Jesus. You can start out smaller and 
work your way up. You can do this here at Grace Church, in a service on a Sunday morning at Grace, or 
to another Christian organization. If you don’t work, then decide now to start giving another resource 
like your time to serve and commit to trust God in tithing in the future. 

Prayer 

Ask God to prepare your heart and help you to tithe/give out of a place of trust and worship. Ask Him to 
help you to stay consistent with this even if you are not able to do this now.
